The Person Centered Planning Tool at Leander ISD is designed for students who are struggling academically, socially or with setting small, achievable goals  in the community and need guidance on how to set and reach personal goals.  Our facilitators have been trained in Person Centered Planning (PCP) in cooperation with Region XIII Education Service Center.


























 


A parent, student, or teacher can make a referral for PCP.  The referral form will then be given to the Person Centered Planning  Coordinator.  A facilitator will be assigned.  The facilitator will meet with the student before the meeting and outline the actions that are needed to have the first meeting.  The first meeting is 2 hours long and at a location outside of the school.  The subsequent meetings are approximately 1 hour long and will address the action plan.

The PCP process looks only at the positive aspects of the individual, emphasizing creative problem-solving within a safe, confidential environment. Students develop the skills to make choices and become their own advocates with the support of a personally selected group of concerned others.
