What are High Quality Instructional Materials (HQIM)?

HQIM …

➔ Ensure full coverage of Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS)

➔ Are aligned to evidence based best practices in the relevant content area.

➔ Support all learners, including students with disabilities, emergent bilingual students, 

and students identified as gifted and talented.

➔ Enable frequent progress monitoring through embedded and aligned assessments.

➔ Include implementation supports for teachers, including teacher and student-facing 

lesson level materials.

What are Texas Open Education Resources (OER)?

● Texas Open Education Resources (OER) are state-developed materials where the 
underlying intellectual property is either owned by the state of Texas or it can be freely 
used and modified by the state in perpetuity. These materials are made freely available 
forever in digital form to Texas school districts and educators to use or modify as they 
see fit.

● Open education resource instructional material means teaching, learning, and research 
resources that reside in the public domain or have been released under an intellectual 
property license that allows for free use, reuse, modification, and sharing with others, 
including full courses, course materials, modules, textbooks, streaming videos, tests, 
software, and any other tools, materials, or techniques used to support access to 
knowledge.

Foundational Skills Approach

SYSTEMATIC EXPLICIT PRACTICE

Systematic instruction is 
defined as instruction that 
is carefully planned and 
sequenced where simple 
concepts are introduced 
first before progressing to 
more complex concepts.

Explicit instruction is 
defined as the direct 
and purposeful 
teaching of skills and 
concepts. Making 
learning clear for 
students.

Summary: Encourage 
frequent practice, diverse 
language skills 
development, cultural 
relevance, text-based 
discussions, and cross-
linguistic connections in 
learning.



Students need many and varied 
opportunities to practice each 
foundational skill they learn.

Practice should occur in and out of 
context, orally and in writing, as needed 
until the skill is mastered.

Of course, the only way to ensure mastery 
is with frequent, targeted assessment 
driving differentiation.

Decoding SLAR Skills progress differently



● Foundational cognitive skills, such as phonological 
awareness, transfer across languages. However, reading 
processes such as decoding and encoding are more 
language-specific and must be learned directly for each 
new writing system. These must be EXPLICITLY taught.

● Bilingual children are constantly making bidirectional, 
cross-linguistic connections in the interrelated 
components of oral-language development, fluency, 
vocabulary development, and comprehension between 
both languages. PRACTICE is essential to biliteracy.
